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MESSAGE FROM
THE CHAIRPERSON

On behalf of the North East Inner City (NEIC)
Programme Implementation Board, | would like to
welcome you to our 2020 Progress Report. This is
the fourth progress report since | was appointed as
Chairperson of the NEIC Programme Implementation
Board.

[t has been another busy and productive year for

the Board, with the various subgroups and the
Programme Office continuing to work diligently on
behalf of those living and working in the NEIC. The
€6.5 million funding allocation that we received from
Government in 2020 enabled us to continue to
implement a wide range of programmes and projects
as we worked to achieve the goals of the Mulvey
Report — Creating a Brighter Future — and the NEIC
Strategic Plan 2020-2022. An overview and details of
this work can be found in this report.

In 2020, the Board undertook an extensive
programme of work to support the continued
regeneration of the NEIC. The NEIC has faced
particular challenges as a result of the COVID-19
pandemic. Since March, all parties and agencies
involved with the NEIC Initiative have engaged in
information sharing for best practice, and on how
best to serve the local community during these
unprecedented times. For example, Dublin City
Council established a COVID-19 Community Call
Forum. This local Forum works with State agencies
and community and voluntary groups to provide
supports or services to any vulnerable person who
needs them. In line with guidance, this Forum
brings together different organisations to provide
important services such as the collection and delivery
of essential items like food, ‘meals-on-wheels’,
household items, fuel or medicine and support for
those experiencing social isolation. Furthermore, An
Garda Siochana have placed a strong emphasis on

community policing in the area, thereby enabling
them to help the most vulnerable members of society.
This has involved helping with food deliveries and
shopping for the elderly and vulnerable and generally
being a visible, helpful presence within the community
during this time.

With the 2020 funding allocation, the Board
prioritised the funding of measures under six distinct
work streams, as identified in the NEIC Strategic Plan
2020 - 2022.

This work represents strong collaboration across

the statutory, community and business sectors at all
levels of the NEIC structures. Through this dedicated
funding, and the leveraging of additional support from
existing resources among the statutory partners, the
Board has continued to deliver benefits for the NEIC
in 2020, as detailed throughout this report.

As in previous years, €1 million (of the €6.5 million
budget) was allocated in 2020 to the NEIC Social
Employment Fund. 55 posts have been filled across
a number of community projects providing childcare,
youth services, elder care and environmental services.
The Social Employment Fund is having an enduring
positive impact on crucial local community services
which were carrying high numbers of Community
Employment vacancies and struggling to provide
services with reduced staffing levels. This responsive
and innovative initiative has been widely welcomed
within the community, ensuring future sustainability
of essential services and providing a dividend to

the community through increased childcare places
and reduced childcare, elder care and youth service
waiting lists.

The Programme Implementation Board’s ambition for
2021 is to continue implementing the NEIC Strategic

Plan 2020 - 2022 and the remaining actions set

out in the Mulvey Report, focusing on long-term
sustainable outcomes, which operate in an integrated
framework and add value to the existing service
infrastructure.

| want to thank my fellow Board members for their
continued support, in particular given the challenges
that 2020 has brought. | want to take this opportunity
to offer them my sincere thanks for their determined
work and commitment to the NEIC. | am also grateful
to the Programme Office staff for their tireless efforts
and dedication.

| also want to acknowledge in a special way the very
significant contribution of a former Board member —
the inimitable Fergus McCabe — who sadly passed
away earlier this year. Fergus will be remembered
fondly for over 40 years of passionate and powerful
advocacy for the Inner City. |, and my fellow Board
members, feel privileged to have known Fergus, to
have worked alongside him, and to have learned so
much from him.

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Some highlights from the year’s work of the
Enhanced Policing sub group include:

* Good progress was made in 2020 on the
refurbishment of Fitzgibbon Street Garda
Station and the works are expected to be
complete by end March 2021.

e During 2020, the Enhanced Policing sub group
worked collaboratively with the Department of
Justice and Equality and the Department of the
Taoiseach to map out a Local Community
Safety Partnership pilot for the North Inner
City, in line with the approach advocated by the
Commission on the Future of Policing in Ireland
[see further detail on page 14].

* An educational bursary aimed at enhancing
the continuous professional development of
Gardai working in the NEIC area (Store Street
and Mountjoy Garda Stations); developing and
supporting their understanding of the socio-
economic context in which they work and
increasing Garda retention in the NEIC area was
made available in 2020.

* The Community Dialogue Initiative for young
people and Gardai in the NEIC aims to build better
relationships between youth workers and Gardai
and build on their capacity to support. The young
people who engage in the process — went from
strength to strength in 2020 and the initiative was
group winner in the Garda National Youth Awards
2020.

e Juvenile Liaison Officers continued to be
supported during 2020 and engagement between
An Garda Siochana, Oberstown Detention Centre,
Tulsa, CALMHS (Child and Mental Health Service)
Young Person Probation is ongoing.

¢ A Divisional Protective Services Unit was
established in the area in 2020. This Unit
will support the delivery of a consistent and
professional approach to the investigation of
sexual and domestic crime. Personnel assigned
to the Unit are specially trained in the investigation
of sexual crime; child protection; investigation of
domestic abuse; online child exploitation and sex
offender management.
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The NEIC area continued to receive priority
attention in 2020 in the fight against drug
dealing and intimidation. The Divisional Drugs
Unit is now fully resourced and equipped and
continues to work closely with the Divisional

Asset Profile Unit and (at a national level) with the
Criminal Assets Bureau (CAB). Significant inroads
into the sale / supply of controlled substances

in the NEIC area have been made. There is a
constant need to remain vigilant with regard this
issue and cooperation of the community is proving
invaluable in combating this serious issue.

The NEIC Drug-related Intimidation project
recognises the impact that Drug-related
Intimidation has on — not just an individual — but on
their wider family and community. During 2020, An
Garda Siochana worked closely with the Ana Liffey
project, Dublin City Council and partners in the
NEIC Initiative on this priority issue.

The Liberty Park operation continued to provide
a high visibility policing presence to combat anti-
social and drug crime in the NEIC in 2020. The
operation has caused displacement within the
NEIC area and An Garda Siochana continue to
develop and implement policing plans which are
flexible in combatting this displacement.

The NEIC-funded Community Support Vehicle
continued to be utilised across the NEIC area
throughout 2020.

The Divisional Community Policing Office and
Victim Services continued to deal with crime and
quality of life issues pertaining to the area. This
office can be contacted at DMR.NorthCentral.

North Inner City Local Community
Safety Partnership

The North Inner City Electoral Area, which includes
the NEIC, has been chosen to be a pilot location for a
new Local Community Safety Partnership.

The pilot is very much in line with the approach to
community safety advocated by the Commission
on the Future of Policing in Ireland and outlined in A
Policing Service for our Future — the Government’s
Plan to implement the Report of the Commission on
the Future of Policing in Ireland.

The community safety approach recognises that the
problems communities face are not just limited to
policing issues. Bringing the right services together,
working with each other to tackle the underlying
issues which impact on our community and the
sense of safety within the community is at the heart of
the safety model. But what will drive the agenda and
objectives of the partnership will be the community
itself. The model is built on the principle that the
community needs to be central in identifying what it
needs and helping to shape solutions.

The Local Community Safety Partnership will replace
the Joint Policing Committee in the North Inner City
Electoral Area. All relevant public service providers in
the area will be represented, including the HSE, Tusla,
An Garda Siochana and Dublin City Council, as well
as local elected representatives.

Community representatives (including for youth and
new communities) along with residents will make
up the majority of the membership of the Local
Community Safety Partnership, to ensure the work
is community-driven. Training will be provided to
support the capacity of the Partnership to work
together, with individual training for residents

to develop their understanding of their role and
confidence in representing their community. The
Local Community Safety Partnership will have an
independent Chairperson and will develop a Local
Community Safety Plan which will reflect priorities

identified by the community and will be responsible
for holding service providers to account on delivering
on the plan. The Local Community Safety Partnership
will be resourced by two staff members who will
engage with the community on safety issues on an
ongoing basis.

This pilot is part of the Department of Justice’s
Community Safety Policy which will inform the draft
Policing and Community Safety Bill, and the pilot will
inform a national roll-out of Local Community Safety
Partnerships in all local authority areas.

The Department of Justice has worked in close
consultation with Dublin City Council, local elected
representatives, the NEIC Enhanced Policing

sub group, and relevant members of the NEIC
Programme Implementation Board to develop

the North Inner City pilot. The NEIC Programme
Implementation Board agreed in October 2020 to
provide €150,000 of funding to support the two
year pilot, with additional support coming from the
Department of Justice and Dublin City Council. The
Local Community Safety Partnership will be set up
in early 2021 and the pilot programme will run for
two years. An independent evaluator will be engaged
from the outset to assess the success of the pilot in
achieving its objectives.

The Local Community Safety Partnership pilot will
build on the successes of the NEIC Initiative but will
not duplicate work already being done in the area.
The intention is to identify gaps in service delivery
and develop innovative solutions to identified issues,
including through empowering and connecting
existing local initiatives.
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MAXIMISING EDUCATIONAL,

Addressing blocks for progression of young people in formal education
and increasing and enhancing employment opportunities for school
leavers. Improving adult education levels. Reducing unemployment
rates in the NEIC community. This sub group is chaired by Mary Keenan,
Department of the Taoiseach.

Some highlights from the year’s work of
the Maximising Educational, Training and
Employment Opportunities sub group include:

+ The Department of Rural and Community
Development continued to provide funding
for 55 posts under the Social Employment
Fund thereby enhancing service delivery in
childcare, afterschool, youth work, eldercare,
environmental and arts projects in the NEIC.
An educational bursary was established for
teachers in NEIC schools to allow them to
undertake a bespoke Masters in Education
(Special Option Poverty and Social Inclusion in
Education) with a view to to further developing
social inclusion expertise among educators,
increasing teacher retention in the area, and
attracting new teachers to take up posts in the
area.
The 6 secondary schools in the NEIC were
provided with funding to run an Afterschool
Study Programme with a view to boosting
academic performance and providing a
safe, structured and supportive environment
for students to complete class-based
assignments, engage in research for project
work, and prepare for exams.
Funding was provided to primary schools in
the NEIC to allow them engage with ‘Doodle
Den’ to improve children’s literacy in a fun and
interactive manner.
Funding was provided to three local secondary
schools to develop their learning offerings to
students in the area of coding and robotics.
Funding was provided to supplement career
guidance support for second-level students
and to promote educational engagement in the
NEIC.

The NEIC Initiative partnered with JumpaGrade
to provide 20 scholarships to post-primary
students from DEIS schools in the NEIC.

The NEIC Principals’ Network (a network of
local school principals providing opportunities
for collaboration and shared learning)
continued to meet regularly in 2020.

Career L.E.A.P. — an evidence-based work-
readiness programme to support young people
to face additional and significant barriers to
entering the workforce - received funding
support.

Funding was provided so that Fighting Words
could work with primary and secondary
schools, youth groups, and children and adults
with additional needs in the NEIC, providing
free tutoring and mentoring in creative writing.
An educational and continuous professional
development bursary for childcare workers in
the NEIC was provided.

A bursary was made available to support
individuals of limited means preparing to
commence training or employment.

The Department of Social Protection trialled
using technology to reach out to jobseekers
by producing a variety of videos with content
relevant to the individual jobseeker.

A Youth Employment Support Scheme (YESS)
information video was produced specifically
for young jobseekers in NEIC area. This video
outlined the benefits of participating in this
Scheme which is aimed at jobseekers aged

18 to 24 years and offers a 24 hours per week,
13-week work experience placement. YESS
also includes an increased rate of payment
from the Department of Social Protection while
participating in this Scheme. A link to the video
which could be accessed via smartphone,
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laptop or tablet was emailed/posted to each
18 to 24-year-old jobseeker registered with the
Department of Social Protection in NEIC area.

+ The Department of Social Protection, in
collaboration with PublicJobs.ie, produced
information videos for the recent Executive
Officer and Temporary Clerical Officer recruitment
competitions. Links to these videos were emailed
to jobseekers in NEIC area.

» The Department of Social Protection conducted
an online NEIC Employer Survey to ascertain the
recruitment and skills needs of employers in NEIC
area. This survey aimed to assist in identifying
and planning possible future interventions. The
survey included a variety of relevant questions
on qualifications sought, difficult to fill vacancies
and upskilling or reskilling of current staff. The
survey also sought to identify employers interested
in availing of financial and recruitment supports

PROJECT IN FOCUS
P-TECH

P-TECH is an education programme that runs
alongside and complements a student’s normal post
primary education. It provides young people with an
innovative and highly relevant educational opportunity
that enables them to earn a third-level qualification,

along with the skills required to enter the workforce or

continue with their education.

Three secondary schools (Larkin CC, St. Joseph’s
Fairview, and Marino College) in the NEIC area are
participating in the P-TECH education programme.
During 2020 1st, 2nd and 3rd Year students in the

3 P-TECH schools continued with their studies

in Robotics and Coding. The 5 P-TECH partner
companies (Irish Life, Irish Water, Virgin Media, Cisco
and IBM) provided monthly mentorship events for the
students. Over 80 employees from the companies
provided support to the P-TECH students. These
mentorship events involved workshops in the schools
and visits to the companies.

The National College of Ireland (NCI) - the 3rd level
partner in the P-TECH education programme -
provided a 12-week course that was attended by
23 teachers based in the NEIC. This course helped
to prepare teachers for the college courses (QQI
Level 6 modules) that the students will study during
Senior Cycle. As part of an ongoing programme of
Continuous Professional Development, a number
of teachers began Masters in Educational Practice
programmes in NCI. Due the growing demand from
students for Robotics and Coding classes (currently
almost 500 students study these subjects) additional
teachers qualified to teach these subjects.

The Family Wellbeing sub group was established
at the end of 2019, in line with the NEIC Strategic

Plan 2020 - 2022.

Some highlights from the year’s work of the
Family Wellbeing sub group include:

» Supporting Belvedere Youth Club in operating
a service for 7-10 year olds.

+ Providing Fast Track Counselling for children
and young people in the NEIC.

* Increasing the use of the Restorative Practice
Model within the NEIC.

* During 2020, significant planning and
preparation went in to launching a new
project to support families with complex
needs - the Community Case Management
Approach - and it is planned to get this
project up and running in 2021.

* The sub group has also been working on ways

to integrate services for families in a way that
makes it easy for families to access good
quality information and interventions, even
during the Covid Restrictions. One example
of this is in the Parenting Support Work.

The sub group has also led on supporting
frontline workers in the NEIC to understand
the impact of trauma on families and on
themselves. Workshops have been taking
place virtually to share information with those
working in the community about how to best
support families in dealing with trauma. There
has also been a focus on self-care in these
sessions.

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PROJECT IN FOCUS

Belvedere Youth Project

The NEIC has funded a worker in Belvedere Youth
Club to work with the 7-10 years age group in an
afterschool club. This worker has been able to
support the work of the afterschool club for 140
children in this age group on a weekly basis. During
COVID-19 restrictions, they undertook online
activities such as Coderdojo; Zoom virtual drop in;
Digital Sports & recreational activities; Community
Bingo Quiz; Games Challenges; and Baking
Sessions. A successful programme of activities was
also arranged for the Summer.

PROJECT IN FOCUS

Restorative Practice

The NEIC Brighter Futures Restorative Practice
Initiative continues to support organisations to

build mutually respectful relationships with young
and old alike. 208 adults took part in Getting
Started or Upskilling Training last year with 12
people attending Train the Trainer sessions. 99%
of participants found the training valuable with 92%
feeling confident to implement the skills learned into
their workplace post-training. Like other years, the
ability to deal more effectively with conflict was, for a
significant number of participants (31%), their main
reason for engaging with Restorative Practice (with
participants rating their own ability as increasing
from 54% at pre-training to 71% on completion of
their training).

Monthly Restorative Practice Community of Practice
(COP) meetings became weekly in March, with the
number attending doubling as organisations were
dealing with COVID-19.

Testimonial

‘I believe restorative practices have never
been more important than now. Being stuck

in the same home as one another can lead to
relationships being frayed and strained. It’s for
this reason restorative values and practices
are vital to strengthening / maintaining healthy
and positive relationships. For our young
people, it’s important to provide them with

a space as close as possible to that of the
physical service through the medium of social
media interaction and zoom meetings. Zoom
meetings, | believe, are crucial in sustaining
relationships as through zoom we can offer

a face to face conversation where the young
people can feel heard, safe and connected.’
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PROJECT IN FOCUS
Interagency Parent Support

Working together in an inclusive and ‘whole
community’ approach and integrated services

are key NEIC values. With the sudden closure

of services and schools in March, parents went
through a difficult time with many isolated, stressed
and anxious about their children. The Family
Wellbeing sub group examined the impact of the
COVID-19 restrictions on parent supports, including
its impact on informal community supports and the
more vulnerable parents. An interagency response
throughout the NEIC ensured that 838 activity packs
with simple age-appropriate educational materials
containing art and craft supplies, books, toys

and physical activity equipment were delivered to
families. A further 116 My Place to Play Mats were
also delivered across the community.

PROJECT IN FOCUS
Youth Mental Health

We have all needed to mind our mental health
over the past year and the Family Wellbeing sub
group has looked at different ways of supporting
individuals and groups in the NEIC.

The sub group has been delighted to support

the Fast-Track Counselling initiative, which gives
children and young people in the NEIC access to
counselling as soon as they need it. This helps to
reduce the level of stress and distress to children,
young people and their families. By the end of 2020,
the initiative expects to have assisted in excess of
150 children and young people with either in-person
or online sessions. The average number of sessions
per person is 7.

THE RIVER is a contemporary dance piece

created by Flora Fauna Project in 2018/2019. The
performance took place in early March 2020 and was
performed by 17 women primarily from Sheriff Street
and Ballybough. The women were originally brought
together by the NEIC GAA for Mas Programme in

a unique initiative supported by the NEIC, D-Light
Studios, Dance Ireland, the Project Arts Centre

and the Irish Arts Council. Flora Fauna Project is

an ongoing artistic collaboration and production
company by choreographer Maria Nilsson Waller and
composer Stace Gill/The Sei.

Rutland Street School —
Re-development by Dublin City Council

Rutland Street National School (formerly the Pro
Cathedral School) was constructed between

1910 and 1912. Designed by Aislin and Coleman
Architects, it is an early example of modern twentieth
century construction, with a steel frame, concrete
floors and a brick facade. Designed for 2,000 pupils,
it was the setting for the iconic recordings Give Up
Yer Aul Sins in the 1960s. In the 1970s a concrete
frame structure known as the ‘School on Stilts’ was
also constructed on the site. The National School
relocated to Sean MacDermott Street in 2008 and,
until recently, the building accommodated a creche
and a number of youth and community groups.

An extensive renovation and redevelopment scheme
is underway to create a vibrant multi-use community
hub in this landmark building. The ambition is that
this historic and significant building will become a
focal point for the community and a symbol of the
regeneration of the area, both in the immediate future,
and for generations to come.

The vision for this building is to create a new hub for
a wide range of services including the following:

Sheriff YC Football Academy

Sheriff YC have, through the support of the North
East Inner City Initiative and Dublin City Council, set
up an academy for 4 - 8 year olds every Saturday
morning at Common Street multi use games area
(MUGA). The club is currently creating teams for
small-sided games from the academy who will all play
their football within the community.

Operation Re-Activation

Operation Re-Activation was a programme devised

in response to the re-commencement of activities
following the initial lockdown in March. The aim

was to get as many people out of their houses and
take advantage of COVID-19 friendly activities to get
people active again. The programme involved a wide
range of activities from HIIT Classes, Yoga Classes,
Kayaking, GAA, Football, Basketball, and much more.
Over 300 people got involved across all activities.

Yoga

Classes were provided throughout the year in a
number of different areas in the North East Inner

City. Classes were provided in schools and Youth
Services such as Swan YS, Belvedere Youth Club, St.
Joseph’s Fairview and St. Vincent's GNS. Classes
were also carried out with the Saol Project. Weekly
relaxation sessions online began in November and
are being run weekly to boost positive mental health.

Poetry / Rap Workshops

The North East Inner City Initiative worked with
Belvedere Youth Club to provide poetry and rap
workshops to young males in Belvedere Youth Club
on a weekly basis during the winter months.
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Late Night Football

This programme aims to provide young people in

the North East Inner City area with regular positive
activity to participate in during the late evenings. The
programme is run through the FAI with the support of
the North East Inner City Initiative, Dublin City Council
and An Garda Siochana. Football activity is provided
over a number of evenings at Common Street

MUGA and St. Laurence O’'Toole MUGA - catering
for groups of teenage girls, teenage boys and young
men.

Basketball

Basketball continues to grow in the North East Inner
City. The academy which runs out of Larkin College
has 60 boys and girls in regular attendance. The
Basketball Programme went outdoors through the
spring and summer months utilising Aldborough
Place MUGA. The programme also had a special
visit from an NBA Champion Francisco Elson as part
of the NBA Jnr programme.

The 2nd Ballerz Basketball Camp was run in Larkin
Community College with 50 boys and girls in
attendance. Children were taught the skills of the
game by some of the best coaches and players in
Ireland. St Vincent’s Basketball club came to town in
June for a charity event on Oriel Street where fun was
had and money raised

Wellbeing Activities for Older Adults

From May to September, weekly chair yoga activities
took place in a number of local senior citizen
complexes including Tom Clarke House, Brendan
Behan Court and St. Laurence O’Toole Court in
partnership with Dublin City Council’s Housing

& Community Section, the HSE and An Garda
Siochana.

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SUBSTANGE USE, MISUSE
AND INGLUSION HEALTH

Improving health outcomes for people who use and misuse drugs
and alcohol. Promoting inclusion health for socially excluded groups
experiencing severe health inequalities. This sub group is chaired by

Jim Walsh, Department of Health.

Some highlights from the year’s work of the
Substance Use, Misuse and Inclusion Health sub
group include:

+ Additional funding was provided for three
drug and alcohol services delivered by
voluntary providers. These are:

+ drug and alcohol addiction response team
This team offers a proactive, effective and
professional joined up, case-management
approach to the needs of people who are
using drugs and alcohol.

+ homeless case management team
This team provides health and social
care services to people in emergency
accommodation, particularly people who
have been entrenched in homelessness for
long periods.

+ residential stabilisation programme
The 10-bed residential stabilisation unit
addresses significant deficit in low-
threshold programmes for people with
addiction and experiencing homelessness.

« An initial evaluation of these services found
significant benefits for local inhabitants.

In Budget 2021, the Department of Health

committed to future funding for the services

as part of mainstream primary care services
delivered by the HSE in Dublin City and

* Funding was provided in 2020 to establish
a community addiction assessment hub for
individuals who use non-opioid drugs, such
as alcohol, cannabis, benzodiazepines. A
small multi-disciplinary team works with local
GPs to assess clients’ needs and to develop
an appropriate course of treatment. The
team collects data on the types of drug used
to inform service development and identify

barriers and service deficiencies impacting
on addiction management. The service
commenced in September and has funding for
an initial one year period, when its impact will
be reviewed.

Part of the remit of the Substance Use, Misuse
and Inclusion Health sub group is to improve
access to and delivery of health and social
care for socially excluded groups. Funding
was secured from the NEIC Initiative and
matched by Healthy Ireland for a community
health project to tackle health inequalities.
The project, which will be delivered by the
Dublin City Community Cooperative, will
develop community knowledge and skills
around stress control; healthy food made
easy; we can quit (smoking) and health
literacy. The project will also promote social
prescribing in conjunction with community-
based activities and supports.

The subgroup also supported a number of
community initiatives during 2020.

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PROJECT IN FOCUS

City Connects

A new pilot programme, called NEIC City Connects
Pilot Project, was implemented in the 10 NEIC
primary schools from the start of October 2020 which
involves 3 City Connects Coordinators allocated
directly to those 10 schools, overseen by a dedicated
Programme Manager. The pilot is due to run until
August 2021. They will engage with the schools,
building relationships with staff, working alongside
existing in-school services and engaging with
agencies and the community and voluntary sector to
bring awareness to the new pilot.

What is City Connects?

‘All children deserve a chance to learn, but many
face obstacles too steep for them to climb alone. City
Connects builds a network of support for students,
their families, and the schools that serve them,
improving outcomes now — and for years to come’
Boston College

The NEIC City Connects Pilot Project is a
collaboration between the Department of Children,
Equality, Disability, Integration and Youth (DCEDIY),
Department of Education, Boston College, Tusla
Education Support Service (TESS), Mary Immaculate
College and funded by the North East Inner City
(NEIC) Initiative.

When a school partners with City Connects, a full-
time City Connects Coordinator becomes embedded
within the fabric of the school to provide a holistic
approach to student support. The City Connects
Coordinator collaborates with teachers in every
classroom to review the strengths and needs of
every student each year. The Coordinator develops
and maintains an individualised student support

plan tailored for every student in their school in
collaboration with school and community partners.

Systemic Student Support

At City Connects schools, the City Connects
Coordinator becomes the hub of student support

— a single point of contact in an otherwise crowded
maze of service providers. The City Connects
practice provides a system and set of processes that
alleviate the burden on principals and teachers. City
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Connects creates an organised referral process for in
school resources and services to community-based
partners. City Connects Coordinators also work
within schools existing structures to engage parents
and families as integral partners in student support.
As the hub for student support, City Connects
Coordinators provide on-going feedback and follow-
up by collaborating with school and community
partners to track services and evaluate results,
making sure every student is getting what’'s needed.

In conjunction with the NEIC City Connects Pilot
Project, the HSE have recruited 2 speech and
language therapists, 2 occupational therapists, 1
clinical psychologist and part-time clerical officer

to provide dedicated services to the students in
these 10 schools. The initiative marks a significant
development in terms of attempting to achieve
effective coordination of the full suite of State support
services to children using schools as the platform for
identification of need.

community. In 2019, PwC supported the creation of
the NEIC Strategic 2020-2022. In early 2020, PwC’s
Project Management Consultants provided additional
support on this, and worked with the 6 NEIC sub
groups to carry out deep dive planning sessions in
the PwC offices. All members of the NEIC sub groups
and PwC came together to formulate detailed Action
Plans which each sub group used as a placemat to
achieve their specific strategic objectives for 2020-
2022. It proved a great success — where collaboration
and teamwork flourished; where various insights,
challenges and inspirations were considered and
provoked. Together, PwC and the many individuals,
organisations, community groups and volunteers
involved created a tailored plan for each sub group to
support them achieving their strategic objectives.

A&L Goodbody’s Step In Experience

A&L Goodbody held their third and final Step In
Experience week for the 2019/2020 school year
in January 2020 and welcomed 36 TY students
from various schools around Dublin.

Career L.E.A.P.

Career L.E.A.P. is a work readiness programme
designed to support young people aged 18-25 from
the NEIC area to gain valuable work experience.
ALG has supported the programme for a number

of years through mentoring and providing work
placements for the students. In late 2019, Gaurav
Rasnum joined ALG’s IT Department on a fixed term
contract. In February 2020, Gaurav was presented
with his Career L.E.A.P. certificate at the annual
graduation. In October, an ALG volunteer spoke to
the Career L.E.A.P. group about their career journey
to date, speaking in particular about the successes
and challenges they faced up until now. A virtual
tour of ALG was also organised for Career L.E.A.P.
participants in late October but was postponed due
to the introduction of Level 5 restrictions the day
before it was due to take place. This virtual event
would have seen a number of ALG volunteers from
across the various departments within the firm spoke
to the Career L.E.A.P. participants about what their
roles entail generally and also on a day-to-day basis.
This will be rescheduled for early 2021.

However,
there has been significant investment from the
Government in the North East Inner City over the past
number of years.

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Since its inception in 2016, the NEIC Initiative has made significant
progress on implementing the Mulvey Report. The ambition of the NEIC
Programme Implementation Board - and everyone involved with the
Initiative — remains to continue to work hard to create a brighter future
for everyone living and working in Dublin’s North East Inner City.

2020 was the first full year of implementation of

the NEIC Strategic Plan 2020 — 2022 which was
approved by Government in December 2019 and
significant progress was made in this regard as
outlined in this Report. Implementation of the NEIC
Strategic Plan will continue in 2021 and, to this end,
priority actions have been identified across six work
streams in 2020:

¢ Enhanced Policing

¢ Maximising Educational, Training and Employment
Opportunities

e Family Wellbeing

* Enhancing Community Wellbeing and the Physical
Environment

e Substance Use, Misuse and Inclusion Health

e Alignment of Services

Under the Enhanced Policing workstream, our
ambition is to increase the visible Garda presence

in priority areas in the NEIC; give fulsome support

to the pilot North Inner City Community Safety
Partnership; take possession of the newly refurbished
Fitzgibbon St Garda Station and use it as a hub for
community policing in the area; continue to provide
an educational bursary to serving Gardai in the NEIC
to increase Garda retention in the area; continue

to deploy the Garda Community Support vehicle

in the area to support community policing and
enhance community safety; and provide an extensive
programme of initiatives to improve cohesion and
dialogue between the NEIC community and Gardai
(including with new communities).

Under the Maximising Educational, Training
and Employment Opportunities workstream,

our ambition is to continue to support the NEIC

City Connects pilot project; continue to provide
educational bursaries to increase teacher retention in
the area; develop a strategy on community education
with the relevant stakeholders; continue to address
blocks for the progression of young people in formal
education, building upon the successes of projects
such as P-TECH, Flash Mentoring and the NEIC
Work Experience Programme; improve access to
good quality after-school services in the NEIC; and
support and enhance employment, education and
training opportunities for NEIC residents.

Under the Family Wellbeing workstream, our
ambition is to continue our work in the area of family
wellbeing with initiatives such as service provision for
7 to 10 year olds (in partnership with Belvedere Youth
Club); and under 18s Mental Wellbeing Therapeutic
and Counselling Support. A landmark project is also
underway to support families with complex needs
called the Community Case Management Approach
and it is intended to make significant progress on this
project in 2021.

Under the Enhancing Community Wellbeing
and the Physical Environment workstream, it is
anticipated that major infrastructure projects such
as the Rutland Street School re-development and
Diamond Park will progress to site in 2021. Subject
to a positive URDF funding announcement, work
will advance to design stage on the Charleville Mall
section of the Public Realm Plan. A further round
of Greening Strategy projects will be developed
and brought forward for approval early in the New
Year. In 2020, COVID-19 had a significant impact
on community events and the Sport and Wellbeing
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Programme. However, we are optimistic that in

2021 we will continue to adapt to the new working
environment to develop worthwhile proposals under
these headings in partnership with local communities.
With the support of The Green Ribbon, we will
continue our efforts to reach out to local communities
through awareness-raising, engagement and
participation in environmental initiatives to combat the
persistent challenges of illegal dumping, litter and dog
fouling.

Under the Substance Use, Misuse and Inclusion
Health work stream, continued progress will be
made in 2021 on actions to improve health outcomes
for people who use and misuse drugs and alcohol
and to promote inclusion health for socially excluded
groups experiencing severe health inequalities.

The priority actions in 2021 are to improve health
outcomes for people who use and misuse drugs
and alcohol through enhancing the model of

care for substance misuse, including non-opioid
drug use, monitoring and evaluating the inclusion
health hub, and supporting the delivery of a health
diversion programme; to promote inclusion health
for socially excluded groups experiencing severe
health inequalities through enhancing services for
dual diagnosis and improving delivery of health and
social care services for socially excluded groups;
and to integrate and align delivery of services across
government departments, community services,
agencies and institutions through implementation of
an integrated services delivery framework; information
sharing between community support agencies; and
the NEIC City Connects pilot project.

Under the Alignment of Services workstream, work
will continue in 2021 towards the development of a
plan for the Integrated Services Delivery Framework
pilot in the youth sector. We will also continue our
ongoing engagement with Dublin City Council on

the implementation of the Liberty Park Action Plan.
Following consultations with the early years sector, it
is intended for a proposal to be developed to support
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and assist the early years services in the NEIC. We
will also continue to support the implementation of
one of the Initiative’s key projects - the NEIC City
Connects pilot project.

During 2020, the members of the NEIC sub groups
and service providers within the NEIC demonstrated
their ability to work through extraordinary times while
continuing to make important, measurable progress
on issues that really matter to the people of the
NEIC — a process that will continue into 2021. By
concentrating its efforts in the areas outlined above,
the Programme Implementation Board will continue
its significant progress towards achieving its vision
of making Dublin’s North East Inner City a safe,
attractive and vibrant living and working environment
for the community and its families, with opportunities
for all to lead full lives.
